What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?

Risk exposure to debt securities issued by sovereign States

The market tensions regarding government bonds and their volatility, as well as Italy's rating downgrading or the forecast that such
downgrading may occur, might have negative effects on the assets, the economic and/or financial situation, the operational results and
the perspectives of the Bank. Intesa Sanpaolo Group results are and will be exposed to sovereign debtors, in particular to Italy and
certain major European Countries.

Risks related to legal proceedings
